ABSTRACT

Motivation is defined as the learner's orientation with regard to the goal of learning a
second language. It influences how and why people learn as well as how they perform
(Pintrich, Smith, 1996). Attitude is a complex theoretical construct. According to Dorynei
(1994), it is used to explain the direction and persistence of human behavior and defined
as “an evaluative reaction to some referent or attitude object, inferred on the basis of the
individual’s beliefs or opinions about the referent”. Integrative motivation is
characterized by the learner's positive attitudes towards the target language group and the
desire to integrate into the target language community. Instrumental motivation underlies
the goal to gain some social or economic reward through L2 achievement; therefore, it
refers to a more functional reason for language learning. Herdrickson (1997) indicates
that motivation and attitude were the best predictors of students’ grade point average.
Green (1993) points that it is important that learner preferences and opinions for EFL
classroom material are investigated, and teachers do not rely solely on intuition and
experience when selecting materials. This study aims to explore the existence and
influence of the instrumental motivation and integrative motivation for students at
Cheng-Shiu University. Besides, the students’ attitudes toward their learning material are
also studied. The results of the survey provide a variety of strategies and methods that
teachers can employ in EFL class to motivate their students in EFL classroom.

ABSTRACT
